She 
supplied the Board with a model ordinance from PSATS to aid in their review .

Charlotte Myer (representative of State Senator Katie Muth) introduced herself and offered her 
assistance to the Township on any projects that could utilize State funding. 

Preston Luitweiler (2 Woodmont Ct.) inquired who monitors storm water on a regular basis. Mr. 
Sperring assured Mr. Luitweiler that the DEP and EPA monitors stormwater on a regular basis. 
Mr. Kerr and Mr. Hassan additionally .clarified that the Township monitors all outfalls annually 
through the MS-4 program. · 

Amy Walker (71 Bella Rosa Ct.) inquired of how the public can review the Township's MS-4 
findings. Mr. Hassan clarified that the updates are posted on the Township's website and he 
provides a report to the Board every spring. She inquired ·how often the storm water runoff from 
the future TP Trailers site will be monitored. Mr; Kerr offered that, at an upcoming Board 
meeting, the Township Engineer will summarize the MS-4 program and how the results and 
findings are handled and reported. Mr.- Sperring also recommended Ms. Walker contact the 
County to inquire of findings and reports already on file for the future TP Trailer site. 

Theodore Harbison (220 Airport Road) observed a· traffic control unit at the intersection of 
Airport Road and Lightcap Road and inquired if a traffic signal was planned to be installed at 
that intersection. Mr. Kerr clarified that DVRPC is collecting traffic counts in the area and no 
traffic signal is proposed at that intersection. Mr. Harbison also raised concerns regarding traffic 
speeds along Lightcap Road and Airport Road. Ms. Shuler urged him to contact the Police 
Department. Officer Tyler noted the concern and will add those roads to the list for the Police to 
monitor. 

Amy Walker (71 Bella Rosa Ct.) than:ked Lieutenant Matalavage and the Limerick Township 
Police Department for their response to her concerns regarding the truck traffic and speeds along 
W. Cherry Lane. 

Supervisor Comments: 

Mr. Morroney inquired of the status of installing no~truck signs to keep trucks off of W. Cherry 
Lane. Mr. Kerr clarified that the Township is awaiting approval from PennDOT to install the 
signs.
